The Lutheran team in Maban County (Upper Nile State) was forced to evacuate on 
Wednesday last week, following the targeted killing of 6 aid workers from other 
agencies. 
We thank God all 27 members of the Lutheran team are safe. 
We will return, and work will resume, as soon as staff safety is acceptable.  
Our special Lutheran responsibility in Maban County is education and child protec-
tion  
ALWS has committed $600,000 to South Sudan in 2014, and the same amount for
